The Bulgarian European Community Studies Association (BECSA) organizes the conference

ADAPTING TO INTEGRATION
IN AN ENLARGED EUROPEAN UNION

It will take place in Sofia on 31st May 2007, Thursday, and 1st June 2007, Friday (from 14:00 to 19:00 h. and from 09:30 to 18:30 h. respectively).
The overall objective of this conference is to valorize transnational European research in the sphere of European integration carried out under EU Framework Programmes and/or in other formats. The forum will focus academic debate on two areas of European integration studies: (A) the citizen and ‘Europe’ and (B) policy making in selected spheres. The organizers have aimed to embrace a vast number of inter-connected topics through the prism of ‘adaptation to Europe’ / ‘EU impact’ / ‘Europeanisation’. They have been guided by the imperative to upgrade and further enhance the results of trans-European research and to strengthen research networks across Europe working in the field of EU-oriented studies.
The forum is structured in two thematic blocks and six sessions, as follows: 
A. Adapting the Enlarged Union to the Citizen: 
A.1. The Citizen and the Dynamics of European Political Representation
A.2. The Evolving Role of Civil Society in European Governance
A.3. Towards a European Public Sphere???

B. Adapting Key European Union Policies:

B.1. Towards an “Internal Security Regime” in the Enlarged Union???
B.2. Challenges to Europeanisation in European Foreign Policy and Security

B.3. Adjustments in the EU’s and the Member States’ Regional Policies

The forum will result in the publication of an English-language volume by BECSA in autumn 2007.

to interested researchers who wish to take part in the conference and submit papers for publication.
Potential paper givers who would like to apply for participation will be able to:

(a) take part in the discussions during the thematic block and session they have previously indicated, as well as in other conference sessions (because of time restrictions, they will not be able to make full-fledged presentations of their papers!);

(b) display the abstracts of their papers in a special poster session set at the conference;

(c) publish their papers in the conference volume.
Potential paper givers are invited to send BECSA (to the email address: becsa@becsa.org), by 23rd April 2007 (Monday) at the latest:

(a) the application form attached to this call for papers, duly filled in;
(b) a 1½ page abstract (max 500 words) of the paper they wish to submit, clearly indicating on the abstract * paper title, ** author’s names and affiliation, *** thematic block and session;
(c) a brief CV with a list of publications.
Selection of paper givers will be made primarily on the basis of the proposed papers’ relevance for the respective thematic session (please, consult the detailed conference rationale). Preference will be given to researchers who have produced their material as a result of participation in trans-European research projects and networks, especially those who are not well known in Bulgaria.
Selected paper givers will be informed of BECSA’s decision by 30th April 2007. Those who are not selected will not receive any justification for such a decision.
BECSA will be able to provide and pay hotel accommodation to a limited number of selected paper givers for the period 31st May – 3rd June 2007 (maximum 3 nights). [Unfortunately, due to financial restrictions, this offer does not apply to residents in Bulgaria and to Bulgarian scholars living abroad.] All other costs should be born by paper givers.
All selected paper givers will be expected to send the final versions of their papers for publication by 22nd June 2007. However, those for whom BECSA has made a commitment to provide and pay hotel accommodation will be required to submit their papers on the eve of the conference – by 30th May 2007 at the latest!
The conference is organized and the academic volume will be published in the framework of the ESSHRA project of the Sixth Framework Programme of the EU entitled “Enlarging the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Agenda”.

Requirements for papers:
Language: English
Length: 4000-6000 words (including bibliography, annexes and attachments)
Text format: Word for Windows, 12 points, Times New Roman, single-spaced, footnotes at the bottom of page.

Signature: The author’s name will appear under the title. For the list of contributors that will be included at the end of the volume, the author should indicate the position and/or the institution s/he belongs to and the way, in which s/he would like to be presented.
